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UNDERSTANDING  LOVE  

It doesnõt seem like Lent should be here! It wasnõt that long ago that the Christmas decora-

tions were still up and the Christmas carols played in our heads. Lent already? Thatõs kind of 

a bummer? Then the ironic thing is that Ash Wednesday is on Valentineõs Day! Super-

depressing, right? Unless, you keep the proper perspective for both days, they actually fit 

together well. In the 10 th century Christians would receive ashes on their heads on the first 

day of Lent, being Ash Wednesday. The observation of Valentineõs Day goes back to the 

end of the fifth century in honoring the martyrdom of Valentine, for the sake of those he 

loved. Both celebrations go outside of us and reflect on love given to us. With ashes over the 

reality of sin, and the sacrifice made for us by the One who loved us. And the willingness for 

love to be expressed in difficult and dangerous situations in life.  

True Love is ultimately a gift of God through the unselfish, undeserved and unmerited expres-

sion of love in the suffering, death and Resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. Even 

in that, many people do not see the Cross as an expression of love, rather of pain, suffering, 

blood and death. Yes, it is, but God turned it around in order to let us see and understand 

how deep an unfathomable His love is for us. Without the Cross and the payment for sin and 

hell, we would never know what love is. While the world has redefined love is so many ways, 

the most beautiful and powerful message is found in Jesus.  

I recently read an article where the author gave a great description of how one definition 

for something might not be real. Listen to some of his illustration: òWhat makes a good win-

dow? Thatõs easy! A good window is clear and colorless, fully transparent, so you get a good 

look at whatever is on the other side. Thatõs the point of a window, right? It lets you see out-

sideéStained glass windows are not clear, theyõre not colorless, and they completely ob-

scure whatever is outside. And yet nobody complains about our stained glass windows. 

Why? Because rather than showing whatõs outside, these special windows instead portray 

the message of the Gospel of Jesus Christ, which is far more beautiful than mere transparent 

glasséIsnõt that odd? A window that fails so badly at being a window could actually be 

something better.ó 

What a great picture of Lent and Valentineõs Day! While the world and unbelievers try to see 

what this is all about, looking for answers from the outside, we sit in wonder about how and 

why God would show His love to us in such a nonsensical, unusual and confusing manner. It 

cannot be explained from a human, rational or worldly perspective! We by faith can look 

into Godõs Word and have pictured for us the definition of Love. It can never be seen manõs 

way, but only through the eyes of a Father who sent His Son. òGod so Loved the World, that 

He gave His One and Only Son, that whoever believes in Him, will not perish, but have ever-

lasting life.ó Or as Paul reminds us, òNo, in all these things we are more than conquerors 

through Him who loved uséFor I am sure that (nothing) will be able to separate us from the 

love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.ó  

You see, having Ash Wednesday on Valentineõs Day is a great description of Law and Gos-

pel, of òsinner and saint,ó of mercy and love. We will hear the words, òdust you are, and to 

dust you shall return,ó reminding us of our sin and mortality. Then we are taken to the Cross 

and Empty Tomb, where we hear to powerful proclamation, òThanks be to God who gives us 

the Victory in our Lord Jesus Christ.ó  This is how the child of God understands love.

The Parish Nurseõs Notes: 
 

Dear St. Paul Family and Friends, 
 

òCreate in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a 

right spirit within me.ó  Psalm 51:10 
 

In February, our thoughts turn to 

hearts as the stores decorate for Valen-

tineõs Day, restaurants and boutiques 

offer òValentineõs Day specials, and the 

American Heart Association sends one 

of their many òannualó appeals for do-

nations.  This month, I will take advan-

tage of the heart theme to discuss 

Heart Failure/Congestive Heart Failure. 
 

Heart Failure (HF) is when the heart is 

unable to keep up with the workload to 

pump enough blood to meet the needs 

of the body.  Congestive Heart Failure 

(CHF) is heart failure with edema of the feet and legsñ

and, if severe enough the edema is also in the abdomen, 

lungs, and liver.  It is estimated that 1 in 5 Americans 

develop HF in their life.  One in 9 deaths has HF as a 

contributing cause.  Not all conditions that cause HF can 

be reversed, but treatment can control the signs and 

symptoms and most people with HF are able to lead an 

active productive life. 
 

There are two types of HFñsystolic (left sided heart 

failure) and diastolic (right sided heart failure).  In left 

sided heart failure, the left ventricle becomes large and 

contractions are weak.  In right sided heart failure, the 

pumping action is strong, but the heart muscle is stiff and 

the ventricle does not fill normally.  Acute HF can hap-

pen suddenly after a severe heart attack, because of a 

virus infecting the heart muscle, or due to a blood clot in 

the lung.  It is, however, more common for HF to be 

chronic and develop more slowly over months or even 

years. 
 

Signs and symptoms include the following:  shortness of 

breath with activity (or sometimes even at rest), fatigue 

and weakness, swelling of feet and ankles, rapid or ir-

regular heartbeat, reduced ability to exercise, persistent 

cough or wheeze with pink or red-tinged phlegm, sud-

den weight gain, increased need to urinate at night, ab-

dominal swelling, lack of appetite and nausea, difficulty 

concentrating or decreased alertness, and, if caused by a 

heart attack, chest pain. 
 

Risk factors include high blood pressure, infection or in-

flammation of heart muscle, abnormal heart rhythms, 

chronic diseases such as diabetes, HIV, thyroid prob-

lems, sleep apnea, and congenital heart defects.  Overuse 

of alcohol, tobacco, substance abuse, and obesity are 

also contributing factors. 

 

 

 

 

 
 

Diagnosis requires tests ordered by a health care pro-

vider.  These usually include blood tests, chest x-ray, 

EKG, and echocardiogram.  If more information is 

needed, a stress teat and possibly a CT scan or MRI may 

be ordered. 
 

Treatment depends upon the cause but usually includes 

medications.  Sometimes dietary instructions must be fol-

lowed.  For some causes, heart surgery may be needed.
